Create a Transition Box. Put inside the box all 
the things that make you, you (this could be in 
the form of pictures), your thoughts about next 
year, things you are anxious about, things you 
are excited about, any achievements you think 
they would want to know about. Hopefully we 
can then pass these on to your high schools. 

 
 

 
Poem 

 
Create a poem about how you have valued the 

time at home with your family and what you 
wish for the future. It needs to only have 3 

stanzas. They could be based on the themes 
of:

Create a sequel to a popular children’s story. 
 

Taking one of your favourite children’s stories, 
can you create a sequel? We did this for the 
Templeton Twins but can you do it for books 

aimed at Reception children? For example: The 
Highway Rat – Strikes Again or The Smartest 

Giant in the Village. Your book needs to include 
language to engage and create imagery, it might 

rhyme but it will definitely need illustrations. 

Audition 
 

Well, you never know what the future holds, 
and if we will get to perform a Leavers 

Assembly (sad music needs to be played hear 
I think) however can you create a short 

audition video for me? We will use the Jungle 
Book as a stimulus. Choose a character, 

choose a scene and see if you can wow me 
with your acting skills.
